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7. The Data Entry Technician will enter the data, print out and distribute LAP-D Profile and
Parent Letters to the appropriate teaching staff (this information will be shared with the
parents at the November Parent-Teacher conference). The Data Entry Technician will, also,
print out each LAP-D Profile and give to the Assistant Director for Child Health Services for

review, conference with the Teacher, and possible referral to local LEA’s (Local Education
Agency).

8. Page 4 of the Weekly Lesson Plan form (Individualization) will be utilized for planning
activities to meet the individual needs of each child according to the findings on
the LAP-D Assessments or Child Growth & Development Analysis. Each child will be listed
at least once each week with an activity planned to strengthen any area of documented need.
The parent’s goal (established during the first Home-Visit) will be a continual priority and the
fourth week in each month will be utilized to document activities to meet this goal in the
child’s development.

Second Assessment:

9. The second LAP-D Assessment (for children who fell below the norms in the fall screening)
will occur during the month of February. Steps 2 through 9 will be repeated with teaching
staff sharing the children’s scores with the parents during a Parent-Teacher Conference in
March (late enrollees-April).

10. During the Second Parent/Teacher Conference, the parent(s) will be presented with a
parental consent form (Transition Folder Release Form) concerning forwarding their child's
LAP-D Assessment resulis to their choice of schools. If the parent chooses to not send this
information to the child's next educational institute, the original copy will be placed inside the
child’s LAP-D Booklet and filed in the child’s classroom folder which will become a part of
the child's official file at the end of the program year.

12. During the month of May or after the Head Start Centers close, the Family Case Manager
will forward the Transition folders to the parent's designated choice of schools.
